From western Europe, sociology spread in the 1890s to the United States, where it thrived as a
result of the intellectual climate and the rapid rate of social change. The first department of
sociology in the United States was established at the University of Chicago, where the faculty
was instrumental in starting the American Sociological Society (now known as the American
Sociological Association). Robert E. Park (1864-1944), a member of the Chicago faculty,
asserted that urbanization had a disintegrating influence on social life by producing an increase
in the crime rate and in racial and class antagonisms that contributed to the segregation and
isolation of neighborhoods. George Herbert Mead (1863-1931), another member of the faculty
at Chicago, founded the symbolic interaction perspective.
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Jane Addams (1860-1935) is one of the best known early women social thinkers and reformes
in the United States. She founded Hull House, onc of the most famous settlement houses, in an
impoverished area of Chicago. Throughout her career, she was actively engaged in sociological
endeavors: She lectured at numerous colleges, was a charter member of the American
Sociological Society, and published a number of articles and books. Addams was one of the
authors of Hull House Maps and Papers, a ground-breaking book that used a methodological
technique employed by sociologists for the next forty years. She was also awarded a Nobel
Prize for her assistance to the underprivileged.

The second department of saciology in the United States was founded by W. E. B. Du Bois
(1868-1963) at Atlanta University. He created a laboratory of sociology, instituted a program
of systematic research, founded and conducted regular sociological confercnees on research,
founded two journals, and established a record of valuable publications. His classic work, The
Philadelphia Negro: A social Siudy (1967/1899), was based on his research into Philadelphia's
African American community and stressed the strengths and weaknesses of a community
wrestling with overwhelming social problems.

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Passage2:

By definition, a society consists of pcople who share a common culture, but obviously no two
socicties are identical. They differ in geographic location, degree of isolation from competing
societies, available technology, environmental resources, and in many other respects. These
and other differences shape the culture of a sociely and determine its mode of subsistence: how
it obtains the basic materials necessary to sustain itsclf. The mode of subsistence is perhaps the
most basic feature of a society. From it flows much of its economy, social organization,
political structure, and lifestyle. Because it is so fundamental, sociologists use it to divide
societies into the following types.

The hunting and gathering society obtains its sustenance primarily through hunting game
animals and gathering nuts, berries, and other wild plants. Hunting and gathering societies are
held together by kinship ties and by a simple division of labour based on age and gender. Adult
men engage primarily in hunting, and young boys help around the camp. Adult women gather
and prepare food, while young girls help their mothers and care for the very young. Although
life can be very harsh for hunters and gatherers most of the time they live comfortably. They
devote about three hours a day to hunting and gathering food, and they have morce leisure time
than the people in any other type of society.

The strategy of hunting and gathering works well, provided that people are nomadic and
collect together in small bands of 50 to 100. No matter how plentiful the environment, long-
term hunting and gathering will eventually deplete it. Therefore, hunters and gatherers are
constantly on the move, do not accumulate bulky goods, and do not erect permanent housing.

For much of human history, hunting and gathering was the most common way of life, and it
still exists. Current hunting and gathering societies include the aboriginal Australians, the
Mbuti and other pygmies of Africa's Ituri forest, and the Cree of Canada's Moose River Basin.
Numerically, however, there are only a few thousand hunters and gatherers left in the world,
and sometime during this century they could disappear entirely.
